The Diversity Scholarship recipient will join Kegler Brown’s summer associate class and receive the firm’s standard 

summer associate compensation. In addition, the recipient will be eligible for a supplemental stipend of up to 
$15,000, distributed as follows:

	+ $5,000 upon acceptance of an offer to join the 2026 summer associate program

	+ $5,000 upon successful completion of the first summer + acceptance of an offer to return for a second summer

	+ $5,000 following the conclusion of the second summer, provided an offer for a full-time Associate position 

is received and accepted

encouraged to apply. Applicants must be enrolled and in good standing at an ABA-accredited law school with an 

anticipated graduation date of 2028.
